($25) Bright yellow. Intensely floral bouquet displays peach, mango, yellow rose and smoky minerals. Lush, gently sweet pit and tropical fruit flavors possess good depth and are enlivened by dusty minerals. A sexy floral note arrives on the focused, pure finish. Very nicely balanced viognier.   90 Points
2006 Jaffurs  Grenache Whole Cluster Santa Barbara County
($42) Deep red color. Exotic bouquet of fresh red berries, sassafras, anise and fresh rose. Sweet, medium-weight red berry flavors give way to firmer cherry with air, picking up floral pastille and succulent herbal notes. Impressively complex, with excellent finishing clarity and persistence.   91 Points
2007 Jaffurs  Mourvedre Thompson Vineyard Santa Barbara County
($34) Ruby-red color. Smoky red and dark berry aromas are complicated by cracked pepper and violet; this smells like syrah. A tangy midweight, with solid punch and purity to its raspberry and bitter cherry flavors. Dusty tannins add gentle grip to the long, sappy finish. This is admirably suave for the variety.   90 Points
2007 Jaffurs  Syrah Santa Barbara County
($25) Inky violet color. Fresh dark berry and cherry aromas display a primary quality and become spicier with air. Energetic redcurrant and black raspberry flavors are firmed by fine-grained tannins and lifted by zesty minerals. A very smooth wine with excellent finishing clarity and cut. You could drink this now, with ease.   90 Points
2006 Jaffurs  Syrah Thompson Vineyard Santa Barbara County
($38) Opaque ruby. Dark berries and gingerbread on the nose, with exotic potpourri and smoky Indian spices adding interest. Fresh and juicy, offering sappy red and dark berry flavors and picking up gentle tannins on the back end. Finishes with good sweetness and length, but doesn't have quite the verve for outstanding.    89 Points
2006 Jaffurs  Syrah Verna's Vineyard Santa Barbara County
($38) Dark purple. Pungent dark berry, cracked pepper and incense aromas. Deep, sweet blackcurrant and mulberry flavors stain the palate and are firmed by a dusting of fine-grained tannins. Becomes sweeter on the alluringly spicy and floral finish. Very sexy, and delicious right now.   90 Points
2006 Jaffurs  Syrah Bien Nacido Vineyard Santa Barbara County
($42) Inky ruby. Smoky, classic syrah aromas of dark berries, anise, cracked pepper and dried violet. Richer mulberry and bitter chocolate on the palate, becoming deeper and chewier with air. Tannins linger on the broad, chewy finish, with the dark chocolate quality repeating. I'd have liked more energy, but fans of deep, rich syrahs will no doubt go for this.    88 Points
2006 Jaffurs  Syrah Ampelos Vineyard Santa Rita Hills
($42) Saturated ruby. Vibrant red and dark berries on the nose, complemented by fresh violet and Asian spices. Silky in texture, with deep, focused black raspberry and blueberry flavors. Supple tannins build in the glass and carry into the finish, where the blueberry note repeats. I like this wine's interplay of sweetness and structure.   91  Points
2006 Jaffurs  Syrah Upslope Santa Barbara County
($75) Saturated ruby. Suave, strongly perfumed bouquet of blackberry, plum jam, fruitcake and incense. Fleshy dark berry flavors boast palate-staining depth and pick up smoky minerals with aeration. Very rich syrah with noteworthy finishing power and length. Leaves sweet dark berry and smoky mineral notes behind, eventually.    92 Points
